 Since August 2003 Raphah Ministries has con-
ducted a number of seminars, training programmes, 
and events at the Centre, in line with its com-

mitment and mission. Apart from 
training seminars, equipping events, 
and prayer ministry appointments, 
Beit Raphah also hosts a monthly 
Healing Service, as well as a monthly 
Prayer Support meeting for the Min-
istry which are open to the Christian 
public. 
  Details of upcoming events, 
training programmes, church visits, 

or general information about Raphah Ministries are 
available on request from the Ministry's office at 
the address given. Visitors to the Centre are also 
welcome during office hours. 
 Raphah Ministries is served by a Leadership 
Team comprising individuals from different church 
backgrounds, and the Team is in turn advised by a 
panel of senior Christians of the Malaysian Church 
Community.

Ten years may not seem 
like a long time in the 
economy of God, but 
that is how long it has 
taken for a group of 
alumni of the Ellel Min-

istries International Schools of Evangelism, Healing and 
Discipleship to see their vision come to fruition.
 Since July 1993 when the first Ellel Ministries 
Training Course was conducted in a local church, 
and the work of Ellel Ministries introduced to 
Malaysian Christians, it has been the 
desire of these alumni to see a similar 
prayer counselling and training min-
istry established in Malaysia. 
 Ten years on, in August 2003,  
Raphah Ministries, a non-denomina-
tional Christian healing and disciple-
ship ministry—operating under the 
registered name of Life Rebuilders (M) 
Sdn. Bhd.—began work at its Training and Ministry 
Centre in Petaling Jaya, Selangor.      
 The fruition of this vision became possible 
through the love and generosity of a Christian 
couple who made available a home to be used as 
a training and ministry centre. At the same time, 
the Rev. Vincent Lau, an Anglican minister who 
had been doing similar work together with his wife, 
JayZee, since 1993, became available to serve as the 
first staff member, with responsibility for training 
and counselling.
 Located in an established residential suburb 
of Petaling Jaya in Selangor, Beit Raphah, as the 
Centre is called, has a beautiful, landscaped garden 
and basic facilities for small group retreats, training 
seminars and meetings. The main house itself pro-
vides a warm,  welcoming, and secure environment 
for personal prayer ministry. 
 As a Christian healing and discipleship minis-
try, Raphah Ministries is committed to touch hearts 
and rebuild lives—ministering to the unsaved and 
unreached, the oppressed and broken-hearted, the 
suffering and sick, with the Father-Heart of God. It 
is also committed to equip and resource believers in 
the local church to carry out this task. Its mission

round of Christmas carols led by Pastor Steven 
Tang of FGA Sungai Buluh. As the voices died 
down after the singing, Rev. Vincent Lau took 
the floor to give a quick review of the first five 
months of Raphah Ministries’ activities
 A special highlight of the evening was when 
one of those present, a young lady, stood up to 
bear testimony to the healing and restoration 
to wholeness she had received through prayer 
counselling at Beit Raphah. 
 With face radiant from the joy within, she 
shared how her life until recently had been a 
long, daily struggle against mental strongholds 
of guilt, shame, condemnation, rejection, and 
bondage to a bad habit. The daily struggle had 
exhausted her emotionally to such an extent 
that she despaired of ever finding healing for 
her problems, and had resigned herself to her lot 
in life. But God had better things for her! Over 
seven months, and after several sessions of prayer 
counselling by a ministry team at the Centre, she 

broke through her struggles and found 
her healing, freedom from bondage, 
and wholeness again!   As the young 
lady took her seat after that testimony, 
the round of applause that spontane-
ously broke out was as much a praise 
and thanksgiving to God for His great 
love and healing, as it was a rejoicing 
with her at her new-found freedom in 

Christ. (Note: Since finding her freedom and healing 
in Christ, this young lady has gone on to complete 
a course of training to be a Ministry Team member, 
and has begun internship with a Ministry Team at 
Beit Raphah!) 
 With the evening quickly drawing to a close, 
friends and guests were treated to surprise door 
gifts even as they made their way out of the Cen-
tre under a starlit sky.  

The night skies above Beit Raphah on Monday, 15 
December were brilliantly clear; scattered stars 

peeking through  the heav-
ens at the happenings on the 
ground at 35 Jalan SS 2/2. The 
air was fresh and cool, washed 
in rain showers that had 
tumbled down hours earlier. 
Christmas lights chased one 
another on artificial trees, 
while under white canvass 
canopies, noisy and ani-
mated yet joyful conversations 
wafted through the air. It was 
a night the leadership, friends 

and guests of Raphah Ministries had been look-
ing forward to: a night to celebrate the goodness 
of the Lord, and to give thanks to Him for the 
encouraging start He had given to the Ministry.
 2003 being its first year of ministry, the 
leadership of Raphah Ministries had wanted to 
thank God for granting their vision, 
and to celebrate the occasion with 
friends and supporters who had so en-
thusiastically made it happen.

Despite what they know to be the truth, many
